REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS

SECTION I.  INTRODUCTION/OVERVIEW

It is the intent of Snohomish County Workforce Development Council (WDC) to provide an equal and open opportunity in the selection of contractors for the provision of workforce development services to in-school youth in Snohomish County consistent with its vision, mission, goals, and objectives as articulated in its Strategic and Operations Plans.

The WDC's Youth Council has adopted a vision, mission, goals, and comprehensive set of objectives. The vision of the Snohomish County Youth Council is to maximize the potential of youth to achieve their aspirations, find fulfilling employment opportunities, and become proactive citizens of Snohomish County.  The Youth Council’s mission is to advocate for youth to ensure that they are valued by their community, have access to comprehensive services, and are able to improve leadership and employment skills for a future of life-long learning and work.

Funds identified for this Request for Proposal (RFP) are from Title I-B of the Workforce Investment Act (WIA). The Snohomish County WDC is the administrative entity for these funds. 

Within this context, the overall goal for the provision of funds under this procurement is to assist 14-21 year old in-school youth who are eligible for services under Title I-B of WIA; measurably enhance their work readiness, occupational, and academic skills; achieve occupational and/or educational credentials; and embark upon a 13th year personal and career development plan.  Services should be designed and delivered within a holistic context that maintains focus on, and is relevant to, career development, educational attainment, and embarking on a life of responsible community involvement.  This will be accomplished through the implementation of a variety of youth development strategies that are coordinated with the efforts of secondary and postsecondary educational institutions, WorkSource Snohomish County, and other youth serving agencies throughout the County.

For the purposes of programming, this means:

1) Providing services that ensure youth remain, and succeed, in school;

2) Providing high quality career counseling that helps youth match their interests, aptitudes, and values to existing and emerging labor market needs;

3) Creating effective connections to local employers;

4) Developing meaningful connections between academic and occupational learning, classroom learning and work-based experiences;  

5) Linking youth to postsecondary educational opportunities;

6) Linking youth to other 13th year options such as training and apprenticeship programs, the military, and employment; 
7) Providing activities and comprehensive services that support holistic youth development; and
8) Providing services to youth carried into this program due to other funding streams ending.

The following youth program delivery areas are being emphasized in response to direction from the Workforce Development Council, the Youth Council, and WIA requirements:

1) Focus on intensive year-round, multi-year programming resulting in long term outcomes;

2) Utilization of  WIA funded services to support school district goals and services being delivered to youth who scored below standard in reading and/or mathematics on the Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) tests administered during the 7th and 10th grades;

3) Focus on academic achievement, alignment with state education requirements, and postsecondary readiness;

4) Increased coordination with WorkSource Snohomish County and other Snohomish County youth serving agencies and systems to ensure delivery of high quality workforce investment services and holistic developmental services;

5) Integration of WorkSource Snohomish County employer and labor market information into career planning, 13th year plan development, and job search;

6) Delivery of 10 specific program elements; and

7) Provision of twelve months of follow up for all youth following program exit.

The WDC Board of Directors seeks to serve both businesses and job seekers through a cluster-based, demand-driven system, increasing long-term successes for both businesses and job seekers.  Snohomish County 2010: A Blueprint for Education, Workforce, and Economic Development in Snohomish County provides insight into the cluster based strategy being employed by education, workforce, government, and economic development partners in our county.  The WDC also supports the Governor’s plan for Washington education and other efforts as described the Washington Learns and The Next Washington. BASIC PROGRAM DESIGN

This RFP seeks services to In- School youth.  The Workforce Investment Act defines an In-School youth as a young person, aged 14-21, who has not received a high school diploma or its recognized equivalent (GED) and is attending school (including alternative secondary school) at the time of WIA registration.  In-school youth programs will focus on dropout prevention and intervention strategies for youth at risk of not completing high school.  Participants in this program are expected to stay in and graduate from high school.  

If more than one agency/service provider would like to provide services to youth utilizing this funding, the partners must form a consortium and choose one lead agency to be the primary contact for the WDC.  The WDC will enter into contracts with each agency/service provider individually for the portion of services they intend to provide within the consortium.   Certificates of Support must be provided for each district being served.    
SECTION II.  INSTRUCTIONS
REQUEST  FOR  PROPOSAL (RFP)
Contractors will be competitively selected based on the scoring of the RFP responses.  Proposal responses must be received electronically by the WDC by 5PM on April 16, 2007.  Provisional award announcements will be made on May 15, 2007.  All awards are contingent upon fiscal and administrative qualification and successful contract negotiation. The contract negotiation process shall be bound by the best terms originally offered by the respondent in the proposal.
BIDDERS’  CONFERENCE
A mandatory Bidders' Conference is scheduled for 1:30 PM – 3:30 PM, Thursday, March 22, 2007 at the Snohomish County Workforce Development Council.  An individual authorized to represent the bidder must attend the conference; the WDC will not review proposals from entities that do not have a representative at the conference.  If attendance at the mandatory bidders’ conference is not possible, a letter of intent will be accepted in lieu of the required attendance.   The letter must be received at the WDC no later than noon on Thursday, March 22, 2007.  The WDC may, in case of emergency, choose to waive the disqualification of a bidder not attending the Bidders' Conference if full explanation and written request is received within 24 hours of conference end.  Bidders are encouraged to submit questions in advance of the Bidders' Conference.
PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

Reponses to the RFP are to be prepared in the following manner providing accurate, valid and full disclosure of information.  Failure to follow instructions and/or failure to respond to all parts of the RFP may result in a proposal being deemed non-responsive.  The WDC will not accept any amendments, revisions, or alterations after the proposal due date unless requested by the WDC.
CONTENT OF RFP PROPOSAL RESPONSE

The Proposal response shall include:

1) Cover Page (form provided).
2) Executive Summary of no more than 2 pages in no less than 12 point font.
3) Narrative responses to Section IV, sub-sections 1-4, in the order presented, in no more than 10 pages in no less than 12 point font
4) Budget forms including:

a) Line Item Budget Detail (forms provided) for PY07 and PY08;

b) Salaries and Benefits Detail Narrative (form provided);

c) Leveraged Resources (form provided).
5) Certificate(s) of Support signed by the Superintendent(s) of the School District(s), and Principal(s) of the school(s) the bidder proposes to serve (form provided).
6) Copy of most recent financial audit and any management letters.

Each proposal must be submitted electronically with the exception of the Certificate(s) of Support, letters of support and non-electronic financial audits and management letters.  Paper proposal submissions will not be considered.  Any proposal or proposal modifications submitted after the close of the solicitation period will not be considered.

All documents must be received in the WDC offices by 5PM on April 16, 2007.  Any paper documents must be submitted in one envelope labeled “Youth RFP paper documents for (Insert Your Business Name Here)” and addressed as follows:

Upon receipt of a proposal, WDC will open the documents to ensure they can be read and then email the bidder a receipt of proposal.  The WDC reserves the right to extend deadlines due to electronic submission problems.  The WDC will not verify whether all documents are complete or present, only that documents were received electronically.
The Narrative responses must be single spaced, on numbered 8 ½ inch x 11 inch pages, with font size 12 or larger and submitted as a Microsoft Word document, and must be limited to 10 pages. 
Any submitted proposal shall remain a valid proposal for one year after the closing date of the RFP.

PRESENTATION

A presentation is required of all entities submitting responsive proposals and will be scheduled between April 17 and 30, 2007 at the WDC.  The presentation must be no more than 30 minutes in length and will be made to the Rating Committee and WDC staff.  A representative from each partner included in a collaborative proposal must be present.

COST OF PREPARING PROPOSALS
Costs for developing a proposal are solely the responsibility of the bidder.  WDC will not provide reimbursement for such costs.

WITHDRAWALS

A submitted proposal may be withdrawn prior to the proposal due date.  A written request to withdraw the proposal must be submitted electronically to: cpratt@snocowdc.org .
CLARIFICATION PROCEDURES

All clarifications or changes to submitted proposals must be in the form of a written addendum and received electronically prior to 5PM on April 16, 2007.
PUBLIC RECORDS
Applicants are advised that most documents in the possession of WDC are considered public records and subject to disclosure under the State Public Records Law.

EVALUATION PROCESS 

A review team will be formed comprised of members of the Youth Council and Workforce Development Council Board that have no fiduciary interest in bidding for programs under the WDC.  Review team members will review and score proposals according to the criteria and assign points specified in Proposal Narrative, Section IV.  The WDC retains the right to request additional information from any applicant.

The review team members' scores will be calculated.  Scores will be used as a guide for discussion and selection of provisional contractors.  If no response adequately addresses the services and outcomes requested, the review team may recommend that no award be made.  

A respondent may not be recommended for funding, regardless of the merits of the proposal submitted, if it has a history of contract non-compliance with the WDC or any other funding entity.  The respondent may be given a provisional award with the stipulation that special terms and conditions regarding the areas of concern will be a part of the contract.

PROTESTS OF CONTRACT AWARDS
Bidder(s) who have submitted a proposal may protest the award of the contract.  The process for protesting the award must be as follows:

1) Protests must be filed in writing electronically or hand delivered to Christy Pratt, Administrative Assistant, of the Snohomish County Workforce Development Council by May 25, 2007.  All protests are public information after the protest period ends.

2) All protests must state the basis for the protest in clear terms and provide an alternative the protester finds acceptable.  The basis of the protest must be a violation of a state or federal contracting law, rule or regulation, which is applicable to the contracting process.

3) The WDC will review protests that meet the above conditions. 

4) During any part of the review or consideration, the protester may be asked to clarify or amplify statements or to provide proof of claims or other statements.   Any such requests must be fully responded to within the time designated by the WDC.  In the event a protester fails to respond, the protest will be dismissed and no further protest will be accepted relative to this RFP.  

5) The WDC President/CEO, the Director of Contracts and Compliance, and the WDC Board Chair (or other Board representative) review the protest and issue a written response that is intended as a complete and final answer to the protest.
SECTION III.  Program Specifications

YOUTH Eligibility AND TARGET POPULATIONS

Youth served under this procurement must be eligible for services under Title I-B of WIA.  These criteria are that a given youth must:

1) be 14-21 years of age, inclusive, at the time of registration,

2) be a junior/middle or high school student (including an alternative school student),

3) be authorized to work in the United States,

4) be in compliance with the Selective Service Act if a male who has reached the age of 18, and

5) have at least one of the following additional characteristics:

a) basic skills deficient,

b) offender,

c) involved in the juvenile justice system,

d) pregnant or parenting,

e) homeless or runaway,

f) foster child on who's behalf state or local government payments are being made,

g) having one or more disabilities including learning disabilities,

h) personal/family substance abuse,

i) gang involved/affiliated/affected,

j) enrolled in an alternative education program,

k) at-risk of dropping out of school,

l) lacking affordable housing,

m) victim of domestic violence/sexual or child abuse,

n) identified social adjustment or mental health issue(s),

o) lacking a significant or positive work history,

p) migrant family member,

q) not at grade parity.

Additionally, at least 95% of the youth registered for services must be low-income as defined by WIA.  The WDC's policy regarding eligibility and registration can be found at http://www.worksourceonline.com.

Within the scope of eligible youth, the following populations have been identified as being appropriate target populations for service delivery:

1) Section 8 and Other Public Housing Residents

2) Youth in Transitional Housing/Homeless Youth

3) Youth in Foster Care

4) Justice Involved Youth

5) Pregnant and Parenting Teens

6) Disabled Youth [See Training Employment and Guidance Letter No. 28-05, Dated May 9, 2006]
7) Youth with Limited English Proficiency

8) Tribal Youth [See Training Employment and Guidance Letter No. 28-05, Dated May 9, 2006]
One or more target populations may be identified for service.  The WDC is interested in focusing services toward youth who have not been able to achieve the State standard on the most recent Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) test and who are at-risk for not graduating from high school.
The following life domains have been identified by the WDC's Youth Council as essential to holistic development:

1) Family Situation including relationship and support of family, other adults, and/or neighborhood,

2) Housing

3) Transportation

4) Legal including justice system involvement history

5) Health/Mental Health

6) Treatment including alcohol and drug issues

7) Use of Free Time including constructive use of free time and involvement in the community through leadership/service activities

8) Soft skills necessary for employability including social competencies
9) Attitudes and Behaviors including positive values and identity

Each successful bidder is expected to utilize WIA funds to provide education and employability services that consider the above life domains.  Services should be provided directly or through partnerships with other agencies.
Required Elements

The following elements, required for all youth programs funded under Title I-B of WIA must be addressed in the applicants’ program design.   Elements can be made available directly, through consortia partnerships.   The primary intent is to provide each youth served with the individual and tailored care needed to address her/his needs and achieve Federal outcomes.  If partnering to provide these elements, the applicant must show how it will ensure follow up and the coordination of services.  

All youth do not need to receive each of these elements, but each element must be made available in a substantial way to every youth who needs it.  Follow up services must be offered to all youth participating in a WIA funded program for at least 12 months following exit.  The 10 elements are: 

1. tutoring and similar services, including dropout prevention strategies, leading to a high school diploma

2. alternative education services

3. summer employment linked to academic and occupational learning

4. paid and unpaid work experience

5. occupational skill training

6. adult mentoring during program participation

7. leadership development, including community service

8. supportive services

9. comprehensive guidance and counseling, including drug and alcohol abuse

10. follow up services for at least 12 months following exit

Academic Requirements (related to elements 1-3)

Within these 10 elements, the WDC has a strong interest in seeing in-school youth succeed in school, obtain a high school diploma, and embark on a 13th year plan.  To achieve these goals, services must have a strong emphasis on academic skill gains, including gains in English literacy and mathematics computation skills. Whatever target population(s) is (are) selected for service, the WDC is interested in focusing services toward youth who have not been able to achieve the State standard on the most recent Washington Assessment of Student Learning (WASL) test.  All programs must provide academic services to assist in skill gains for the youth served. Recognized assessment instruments must be utilized to show either skill level gains or an increase in the number of credits awarded.  Agencies/service providers need to have programs that will demonstrate positive performance outcomes as required by the Common Measures.
CAREER DEVELOPMENT AND Employer Connections (related to elements 3-7)

Connections to employers are essential in the creation of a system of providers that can effectively assist in-school youth to become highly skilled and employable.  Therefore, applicants are expected to demonstrate meaningful employer connections.  These connections should lead to increased placements in employment and postsecondary education as well as meaningful exposure to the world of work with measurable skill increases. 

Employment related activities should be developmentally appropriate and help a given youth relate to exploring, selecting, or preparing for a career pathway of interest.  They should be increasingly challenging over the course of a given youth's participation and be tied to career pathways and based upon labor market information.  Work experiences may include, but are not limited to:

1) Employer mentoring

2) Exposure to various aspects of industry through job shadows

3) Paid work experiences including group experiences, project-based learning, and service learning

4) Occupational skill training

5) Internships

6) Job search assistance, placement, and retention support

Best Practices - Youth Development Principles (related to elements 6-10)

National research identifies the following additional elements of effective practice.  The WDC plans to contract with applicants who incorporate the following principles in the delivery of services to youth.

1) Relationships that maintain continuity of contact with caring adults

2) Opportunities for leadership and decision-making as well as positive peer support

3) Opportunities for meaningful service to others

4) Opportunities to connect classroom instruction to real world applications, selection of career pathways, and creation of work products for portfolios

5) Follow up support over a sustained period

FEDERAL CORE INDICATORS

The Successful proposal will emphasize the attainment of WDC leading indicators for federal core indicator targets.  The following targets have been established to measure program success for Program Year 2006.    Selected bidder(s) will be expected to work with the WDC to continue developing its system for developing and collecting data on leading indicators to predict performance on these federal core indicators.  Actual goals for Program Year 2007 will be available at the time that contracts are finalized.  These goals will not be any lower than in the past, and very likely will increase.

Additionally, Common Measures also apply to youth programs and must be considered when developing programs in order to insure positive outcomes. 	Placement in Employment or Education—The number of participants who are in employment or the military or enrolled in post-secondary education and/or advanced training/occupational skills training in the first quarter after the exit quarter divided by the number of participants who exit during the quarter.

	Attainment of a Degree or Certificate—The number of participants who attain a diploma, GED, or certificate by the end of the third quarter after the exit quarter divided by the number of participants who exit during the quarter.

	Literacy and Numeracy Gains—The number of participants who increase one or more educational levels divided by the number of participants who have completed a year in the program (i.e., one year from the date of program participation) plus the number of participants who exit before completing a year in the program.


 Funding/BUDGET guidelines
Funding available under this proposal is limited to $409,171.   These amounts are provisional and may increase or decrease depending on funding.  Exact funding will not be known until the state of Washington releases its Program Year 2007 allocations.  These estimates are solely for the purpose of offering guidance to bidders.  Contracts will be based on the actual 2007 allocations.  Each bidder will need to provide a justification for the total amount requested.  Existing participants in programs funded in PY06 will require continued services until completion of follow-up services, which will limit funding for new participants in new programs.   Contracted services are to be provided from July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2009 with follow up services extended for 12 additional months.  At its discretion, the WDC may extend the length of contracts or negotiate new contracts for the continuation of services based on performance review and continuity of services considerations.  The WDC reserves the right to terminate contracts due to performance issues.
There is an expectation that applicants will leverage resources in order to meet described outcomes.  Leveraged funds may be a dollar match or an in-kind contribution of non-WIA funds that either enhances WIA services or shares the cost of WIA services.  Bidders are encouraged to leverage non-WIA funds to secure an AmeriCorps member from the WDC AmeriCorps Program to assist with program service delivery. MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEMS (MIS)
All entities awarded a contract will be responsible for the management and oversight of their own Management Information Systems (MIS) for the statewide database, SKIES.  SKIES requires a secure password and login and all staff who access SKIES must be trained and approved by the WDC.  All data that is entered into SKIES must pass a quality control check and must be maintained in accordance with WDC policy.  Inappropriate use of SKIES and the data that it contains can be penalized by a $5,000 fine per incident and immediate loss of contract.  All entities awarded a contract will also be responsible for administration of the Washington Management System (WMS).  This system tracks client visits and other data.  All entities awarded a contract must agree to adhere to the WDC’s policies around MIS, and agree to safeguard all client information as stated in the policies.
